ROUTE 9

Departure : Pte Maillot.

Turn left in the Bd Pereire (square) at the corner of Pte Maillot Station. Turn left in the Rue
Waldeck Rousseau. At the corner , on left , Chapelle Royale St Ferdinand (monument
dedicated to Louis son moved from the Porte Maillot in 1968). At the opposite side of the
avenue, Villa des Ternes (one of the buildings owned to an old minister).

Turn right in the Avenue des Ternes and turn left on the Bd Pereire. On right, Rue Bayen
(Passage under a building (Old chateau des Ternes dating from 1634)). On left , Square
Bayen. Make a roundtrip on right in the Rue Laugier to see Villa Laugier and Villa Aublet.
Continue in the Bd Pereire (square). Arrive Place du Maréchal Juin.

Beautiful pharmacy on right and Station. Continue along the railroad (Old link of Courcelles
Ceinture) and arrive on the Place Wagram. On right , Jardin de Tocqueville. Continue along
the railroad until the Pont Cardinet station (old building ). Enter in the Square des
Batignolles on right. Get out by the Eglise Ste Marie des Batignolles.

Turn left in the Rue des Moines then on left in the Rue Fourmeyron , then on right in the Rue
Brochant. Turn left in the Avenue de Clichy. On right Cité des Fleurs (Flowered street
opened in 1847). Continue in the Avenue de Clichy (bridge of the Petite Ceinture above it).
Turn right in the Passage Petit Cerf then turn left in the Rue Boulay. Square Boulay-Levet on
right.

Walk under the bridge and turn right in the Rue Ernest Roche which is along the Petite
Ceinture. Turn right in the Rue Pouchet then on left in the Rue de la Jonquiere. On right,
other outside of the Cité des Fleurs. On left , Villa Ste Croix. Turn left in the Rue Jean
Leclaire and enter on right in the Square des Epinettes.

Get out of the park by the right side and cross the Avenue de St Ouen. Take the Passage
Daunay , then the Passage Belliard on right. Walk along the Petite Ceinture while walking in
the Rue Belliard (Flue ventilating) on right. Turn left in the Rue Vauvenarques. On left ,
Villa Vauvenarques.

Turn right in the Rue Leibniz. On left , Passage du Champ a Loups, Passage Ch. Albert and
Square Leibniz. Turn left in the Rue Jean Dollfus (Moskova) then the Rue Moskova on right
(Villas). Turn left in the Rue Leibniz on left. On left , Impasse des Pavillons. Cross the Petite
Ceinture on right and turn left in the Rue Belliard. On left , at the opposite side of the Petite
Ceinture, Villa des Tulipes.

Turn right in the Rue des Ruisseaux then on left in the Rue Esclangon (Eglise Ste Héléne and
Square Ste Héléne). Turn left in the Rue Letort then in the Passage du Mont Cenis on right
the Rue du Mont Cenis on right. Take the Passage Duhesme on left. Continue on right in the
Rue Neuve de la Chardonniere. Turn left in the Passage Kracher.

Continue in the Rue des Amiraux. On left , N. D. de la Bon conseil. Turn right in the Rue H.

Chapelle , at number 6 , Piscine des amiraux (Built in 1926 , at the beginning , it had to be a
cinema). Turn right in the Rue Boinod.
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Turn left in the Rue F. Chaine then on right in the Rue des Poissonniers. On left , Allée
d'Andrezieux. Turn left in the Rue Ordener which is above the Gare du Nord railroads. Turn
left in the Rue Olive until the Place de Torcy and turn right in the Rue de 1'Evangile. Turn left
to go in the Square de la Madone then turn right in the Rue des Roses.

Turn left in the Rue des Fillettes to arrive on the Square Rachmaninov. Turn right in the Rue
Tristan Tzara then turn left in the Rue de 1'Evangile. Walk under the bridge and turn left in the
Rue Gaston Tessier then on left in the Rue Curial. On left, old station name "Est Ceinture"
graved. Turn left in the Rue de Cambrai under the bridge.

Turn right in the Rue B. Constant and cross the Avenue de Flandre. On right , Sentier de la
Station (Old Station of Pont de Flandre). Turn left in the Rue Rouvet then on left the Rue
Dampierre. Walk along the quai de la Gironde then the quai de 1'oise on right. See on left , the
Parc de la Villette.

Go upstairs to walk along the petfite ceinture and on the footbridge above the Canal. See far
away the Pont de Crimée (Last drawbridge of Paris dating of 1855). Continue in the Rue des
Ardennes on left then in the Rue de Thionville on right. Continue in the Rue de I'Ourcq along
the Petite Ceinture.

Cross the Avenue Jean Jaures and continue in the Rue André Danjon. Turn left in the Rue de
Lorraine then in the Rue de Crimée. On right , Eglise St Serge de Radogeéne (dating of 1861
and bought by the orthodoxes in 1924). Enter in the Parc des Buttes Chaumont (Old place of
quarries , built in 1867) (petite ceinture on left).

Old link of Paris Bestiaux under the Rue de Crimée. Continue in the way which goes to the
lake. Walk around the Lac. At the top of the park , Temple of Vesta (Copy of the Tivoli of
Roma). Pass under the Pont des suicidés and arrive in the cave (old enter of quarrey). Turn
right in the way to arrive in front of the Salon Weber. On left , Petite Ceinture.

Get out of the park and take the Rue du Général Brunet then the Rue Compans on left. Cross
the Rue Hautpoul. Turn right in the Rue Miguel Hidalgo. Enter in the Mouzaia (Old place of
quarrey). Continue in the Villa Cronstadt. On right , Eglise St Francgois d'Assise. Continue in
the same way to arrive in the Villa Cronstadt. Turn left in the Rue du Général Brunet then on
right in the Villa de Fontenay (beautiful displays). Turn left in the Rue de la Liberté
(Beautiful houses at numbers 6 and 8). Turn right in the Villa du Progrés (Small courtyard
with vine) then in the Villa de Bellevue.

Turn left in the Rue de Bellevue then on right in the Rue Janssen. Turn right in the Rue de
I'Inspecteur then on left in the Rue des Bois. Turn right in the Rue Paul de Kock then on left
in the Rue Emile Desvaux. At number 17, Villa Koutok (Rose trees, Canopies and plank of
mosaic, houses dating from the Twenties). Turn right in the Rue de Romainville (Cemetery) .

Tourner a droite dans la Rue de Romainville (Cemetery and tanks of Belleville). Walk along
the Rue de Belleville on right. Turn right in the Rue de Compans. On left , Jardin du Regard
de la Lanterne. Turn left in the Rue A. Thierry and in the Rue Petitot. Turn left in the Rue des
Fétes. At numbers 11-13 , See a beautiful hidden villa dating of 1906.

Continue in the Rue Levert (Fondation Melingue) and go downstairs. Continue on right in

the Rue des Envierges. At number 25 , a small wood behind a door. On right , Villa
Faucheux. Enter in the Parc de Belleville and get out of it by the left side.
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Continue in the Rue du Transvaal. At number 16 , Villa Castel (1ast villa of Belleville). Turn
right in the Passage Plantin. At the end of the passage , Cité Antoine Loubeyre. Turn right in
the Rue des Couronnes then on left in the Rue Henri Chevreau. Turn right in the Rue de la
Mare and take the Footbridge above the Petite Ceinture.

Walk along the Eglise de N.D. de la croix by the left side and continue in the Rue des
Amandiers. Turn left in the Rue des Platriéres and continue in the Rue Sorbier until the Place
Martin Nadaud (Old métro station). Continue in the Rue des Rondeaux. Walk along the
Cimetiere du Pere Lachaise.

Turn left in the Rue Renouvier then in the Passage Stendhal on right. Turn right in the Rue
Stendhal which is along the Cimetiére de Charonne. Arrive on the Place St Blaise (Charonne
Village). On left , Cimetiére de Charonne and Eglise St Germain de Charonne (dating from
the 11th Century, Sundial on the church). Turn right in the Rue de Bagnolet then on left in the
Rue Florian along the Petite Ceinture. On right , Passage des 2 portes. Continue in the Rue
A. Marquet then in the Rue Courat.

Turn left in the Rue des Maraichers. Cross the Rue d'Avron. Avron station on left. Turn left in
the Rue du Volga. Turn right in the Rue des Grands Champs then on right to rejoin the Rue
des Maraichers and turn left. Turn left in the Rue Philidor (Display with a cow above a
restaurant). At the end of the street , Dépot RATP de Charonne. Turn right in the Passage de
Lagny. On left, lone level crossing existing in Paris. Continue in the Rue du Général Niessel
until Porte de Vincennes.
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
